In a 2008 Business Yearbook Chapter “Disorderly Relationships: Technical and Political Skills Depend on Turbulence, authors Lawrence E. Zeff and Mary A. Higby of the University of Detroit Mercy suggest that contingency relationships between composition of team member skills and type of organizational environment are critical for team effectiveness in all kinds of organizations.

Reviewers suggested linkages between political skills and other models beyond the environmental model of Emery and Trist.  IN 2009 Zeff and Highby responded with “Punctuated Causal Textures: A Rejoinder,” which argues that some of the reviewers suggestions reflect a cross level fallacy, confusing levels of analysis.  

This symposium will present the theories of Zeff and Higby, the suggested linkages of the reviewers, and probe when theory building reaches too far, and ends up exploring cross level fallacies.
